MR David Chambers, whose Cuckoo Hill Private Press is well
known, has kindly provided the block for the accompanying
illustration, and would be glad of any infonnation about the
identity of 'S.E'. The verses were printed at the Chiswick Press.
The type is Caxton, supposedly cut in Paris, and certainly used
for making good imperfect Caxton books. Morris used it for his
very limited edition of The Story of Gunnlaug Wormtongue, the
printing of which was completed in November 1890. At least onc
other book is known to have been printed with this type.
